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The majority of MSM patient care and clinical training occurs at Grady Memorial Hospital, one of the largest
public hospitals in the Southeast. In partnership with Emory University School of Medicine, MSM and Emory
faculty and residents are responsible for more than three million patient visits a year. Twenty- ve percent of
all doctors practicing medicine in Georgia received some or all of their training at Grady.

Faculty

Morehouse School of Medicine employs more than 200 full- and part-time faculty members, many of whom are
internationally recognized in their eld. Among its faculty and leadership, MSM has ve members elected to the
prestigious Institute of Medicine.

Research

The School’s research stature and reputation have grown exponentially over the last decade, fueled in large
part by signi cant investments in our research infrastructure with funding from the National Institutes of
Health (NIH), American Heart Association, Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA), the Georgia
Coalition and others.

In 2009, MSM secured 135 research related grants totaling more than $63 million and ranked third in the
Nation in federally funded research expenditures among community-based medical schools.

MSM has established centers, institutes and programs with signature areas of research being
